Silent Auction 
 Most items will have a dedicated bid sheet on which to enter your bid.  
You may bid as often as you wish.  Periodic warnings are announced prior 
to closing tables.  The highest bidder(s) will receive the item.  Winners will 
be posted in Fellowship Hall at the end of the live auction. All bid changes 
must be added as a new entry at the bottom of the list. In the event of 
ties on items with multiple winners, winning bids will be awarded in 
the order of entry. 
 

“Blind Bidding” Items 
A few items will be designated for blind bidding, where bidders will not 
know the specific bids submitted by other bidders.  These items will be 
color coded and will all be grouped in a special blind-bidding area.  Write 
your name and bid on the matching bidding slip and give it to the CSA 
representative at the blind bidding station.  It will be time-stamped and 
placed in a sealed container.  If you bid more than once on an item, only 
your highest bid will count.  In the case of multiple bids tying, the bid 
with the earliest time stamp will be the winner. 

 
 

Live Auction 
1. The highest bid wins. If an item is “doubled” (donor agrees to double 

participants or host event twice) the second place bidder is expected to 
match the winning bid. 

2. The decision of the auctioneer is final. 
3. Don’t be SHY!  Both the donor and winner should contact each other 

to make arrangements to claim or deliver the prize.  Unless specific 
arrangements are made with the donor or otherwise noted, the deadline 
to claim your prize is next year’s auction.

Schedule Your Event 
 To help avoid scheduling conflicts between various group events 
(dinner parties, outings, etc.), hosts should contact Linda Wenri before 
setting the date for an item that did not have a scheduled date in the auction 
catalog.  
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How to Bid on a Group Item 
Some of the most exciting moments occur when two or more 

groups vie with one another for an event.  You can participate in this 
activity by either forming a group of your own or joining an existing 
group of bidders.  Designated “Matchmakers” will be in the Meeting 
House to assist with forming groups. 

When forming or joining a group, you should get a consensus on 
the dollar limit each participant is willing to spend for that event.  
You should inform the group leader or participants if you have an 
upper limit in mind or if the leader will decide.  This will help you 
find or form a group that fits your parameters.
